Lansing Central School Athletic

Hall of Fame – Mission / Standards Statement
The Lansing Central School Athletic Hall of Fame was founded in 1998, to recognize outstanding former Lansing athletes for their individual achievements, records established, exemplary leadership qualities, and awards won over the period of their varsity sports careers.  These talented athletes must have performed at a level that would be described as outstanding, during their years of competition.  They also must have competed in more than one varsity setting during their years of competition, unless in a unique situation they excelled so highly in one sport, this criteria would not apply.  To be nominated, an athlete must have a minimum of ten (10) years between the time he or she completed school, and his or her nomination.

The Hall of Fame will also recognize outstanding teams, who during a particular season achieved championship status in either league, sectional, regional, or state competition. To be nominated, a team must have a minimum of ten (10) years since the year in which it achieved it’s success.

The Hall of Fame will recognize former coaches and administrators for their outstanding individual achievements, records,  and services to the Lansing  Athletic Department.  It must be clearly shown that these individuals have demonstrated only the very  highest standards while serving at Lansing. It must be recognized by the committee that they taught our youth to compete with honesty, integrity, and fairness, and that they demonstrated these qualities themselves while in pursuit of  victories and success,  during competition. These individuals must have been employed by Lansing schools for a minimum of ten (10) years, and must have been separated from the district at least two (2) years prior to nomination.

The Hall of Fame will also recognize outstanding contributors to the Athletic Program, and these individuals may still be actively involved in their endeavors.  It must be shown that they have made these contributions, and that their contributions  have improved the program. It is essential to demonstrate that a contributor has given freely of  his or her time, talents, energy, selflessness, hard work, and possibly finances,  expecting nothing in return but the appreciation of  the athletes and coaches,  the general student body, the faculty, and the community. 

It should be noted that a posthumous nomination for any of the above individual categories may be made at any time.

The Athletic Hall of Fame Committee will strive to select only candidates who meet the highest standards and the criteria set in the Mission Statement.  Political or personal subjectivism must never influence selection of a candidate.  Committee members must remain objective at all times, utilizing information provided on applications and data from only the most reliable and positive sources. 
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
